Social Studies Survey 
Group Chapter Presentations
Your group has been assigned a chapter on Latin America (New Book: Chs 8-10, Old Book: Chs 21-23).  The task of your group (and as individuals) is to present the key concepts and ideas from your assigned chapter to the class.  

At a minimum, the core chapter concepts must be explained and discussed—you may present a Powerpoint, outline notes (Ms. Maxson can have them copied if received by Monday afternoon), lecture, discussion, etc.  
Solid presentations will integrate the textbook information into activities, exercises, discussion and/or bring in related information and materials linked to the chapter from outside sources.  Remember, you and your group members are the sole providers of information on that particular chapter and will essentially be the classroom instructors for that chapter. 

Be creative, think of ways to involve your fellow students in the learning process and discussion, and have fun.  Your group presentation should be NO MORE 16 minutes (4 minutes/person), 
Some items to consider:

· Thirty (30) points of this project are based upon your individual effort. Individual points are assessed based on how well you used class time, covered the assigned material, and presented the material in a clear, creative, and timely manner.
· Twenty (20) points of this assignment are a group grade based upon your classroom presentation.  Group points are assessed based on how well you used class time, collaborated, and covered the assigned material.
· In case a group member does not show during the group presentation, the group as a whole must present without the missing student’s material.  I will not entertain that a group member did not show as justification for a poor group presentation.
· Remember to engage your audience in the learning process by avoiding a 20 minute lecture; while you may present ideas in a variety of ways, keep your time limit in mind.
