Antigone Exam  2013


Prompt I. Scene 2(a) Create the scene with your partner (30 points)

Provide the scene that Sophocles did not.  Between scene 2 and 3, create a conversation between Antigone and Haemon in which Haemon discovers that Creon has condemned his fiancée, Antigone to death.  Attempt to use the language and tone similar to Sophocles, but more importantly, make sure that your scene reflects an understanding of the characters of Antigone and Haemon.
Prompt II. Moral versus Civic Law Dilemma (40 points)
Using a current or historical event (within the last 30 years), write an argument in which you argue that the event occurred as a response to or caused a dilemma between civic and moral law.  Be sure to explain how civic law and moral law are in conflict with each other.  Remember to draw a comparison between the event and Antigone.  Use evidence from your research and the play to support your ideas.  

Prompt III. Character Argument (30 points)
Using one of the following thesis statements, write an argument in which you prove the thesis.  Remember to write the thesis to begin your response and then write body paragraphs that build into a conclusion that the thesis is true.  Use evidence from the play to support your ideas.  

1. Creon is a chauvinist.

2. Antigone is foolish and prideful.

3. Antigone is brave and worthy of honor.

4. Ismene is a wimp.

5. Creon’s pride destroys the state and his family.

6. Creon and Antigone are victims of the state (victims of fate).

7. Oedipus, Creon, OR Antigone causes the tragedy that befalls his family.
8. Your own creative thesis….
