Play Doh—Edit  Oh!: One Editing Process

1. Give the essay/work a title.

2. In assessing the work holistically (in other words, looking at the whole picture) suggest that something is MOVED.

3. In assessing the work holistically (in other words, looking at the whole picture) suggest that something is ADDED.

4. In assessing the work holistically (in other words, looking at the whole picture) suggest that something is CHANGED.

5. In assessing the work holistically (in other words, looking at the whole picture) suggest that something is DELETED.

6. Give a compliment (or 2 or 3)

7. Offer questions (2 or 3)

8. Make a suggestion/Rewrite it.

9. Comment on the audience/perspective/composition

10. Identify the spelling/grammar usage/punctuation/formatting errors.

Peer Editing:

· Before you read, ask for help (Bless, Press, Address).

· While you read, mark awkward phrasing and errors.

· Editor #1: Talks it up.  

· Editor #2: Inks it up.

· Both editors offer compliments and questions.
