Questions will be reviewed during Jeopardy Game on Thursday/Friday 12/13-14. Questions will come from Latin America exam, World Cultures: A Global Mosaic (Old Book) pp. 615-622, World Geography and Cultures (New Book) pp.  443-449, Promises video, Oil and Blood video.
Part II: This part of the exam will consist of:
--6 short-answer questions (2-3 paragraphs)

--1 essay (5-6 paragraphs) 

Topic Areas for these questions include:

1. One of the three ancient civilizations of Latin America: their land, their accomplishments, their hierarchies/social structures, their demise.

2. Oil in the Middle East: Why is important?  How has this resource influence the region and the conflicts within the region?
3. The War in Iraq and Afghanistan: Why did the US get involved?  What were the goals and the progress of each?

4. Nuclear Weaponry in the Middle East: Which countries have nuclear capabilities?  Which are trying to gain nuclear weapon capability?

5. The Arab Spring (Tunisia, Syria, Libya, Bahrain, Saudi Arabia?): How did it all start?  Why did it start?  What has changed?

6. The Three Major Religions (Judaism, Christianity, and Islam): How has religion influenced this region?

7. Water:  How does the scarcity of water influence the region (look to the Euphrates as an example)? 
8. Syria and Libya Right Now: What has the World’s attention (or at least the US’s) in each of these countries?  The Arab Spring is old news in the wake of these recent events.
9. The Palestinian-Israeli Conflict:  What is the background of the conflict?  What is at stake for each side?  For what are they?  What attempts have there been to make peace?
